The LINk will listen to what people have to say and 
report back to the Council and the NHS on what it 
has discovered.  

All this will be accomplished through the help of 
the Isle of Wight LINk Stewardship Group.  

Following a public vote 
on 24 March 09, ballots 
were counted and 

election results 
concluded with the 
formation of the first 
Isle of Wight LINk 
Stewardship Group.   
 
Interest through self-
nomination was high, 
with 22 applications received; return on ballot 
papers was good at 60% and 15 successful 
candidates were elected.  The election process 
was overseen by the IOW Rural Community 
Council and was declared fair and open.
